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LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT AND EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

What an amazing year! 

The MNADV's Lethality Assessment Program went national, 

seven domestic violence bills on the MNADV Legislative Agenda 

were passed by the 2009 Maryland General Assembly, domestic 

violence fatality review teams were implemented in 23 of 24 

jurisdictions, the biennial sexual assault/domestic violence 

conference attracted 250 participants, and a Children and Teens 

Initiative, an Interfaith Network, and a DV/SA-LGBT

group were established.

October began with a press conference organized by Senator Barbara Mikulski to 

announce the award of a Byrne grant from the U.S. Department of Justice for the MNADV 

Lethality Assessment Program (LAP). The new grant enabled the MNADV to take this 

innovative program to six states across the country. LAP trainers also provided trainings in 

®ve additional states. 

In Maryland the LAP now boasts 86 participating law enforcement agencies and 20 

domestic violence programs in 23 counties and Baltimore City. Fourteen programs have 

adopted follow-up best practices, the statewide benchmark for victims going in for services 

has increased to 28%, new hotline guidelines were created, and LAP protocols were 

developed for health care providers and the faith community.

Governor Martin J. O'Malley and Lt. Governor Anthony G. Brown both spoke at the 2009 

Memorial Service, and Judge Stephen Lansdale Clagett provided keynote remarks at the 

2008 Annual Meeting and Awards Dinner, which also honored nine outstanding community 

leaders. 

Congresswoman Donna Edwards was the keynote speaker at the fall 2008 Sexual Assault/

Domestic Violence Conference: Shaping the Future, co-sponsored by the Maryland 

Coalition Against Sexual Assault. This training was supplemented by workshops 

throughout the year on a variety of topics as well as meetings of service providers and 

professionals. The MNADV continued to provide training to law enforcement of®cers and 

to support the Maryland Association of Domestic Violence Of®cers (MADVO). 

The MNADV collaborated with dozens of local, state and national organizations to improve 

the coordinated community response to domestic violence and partnered with the 

Administrative Of®ce of the Courts on the statewide civil domestic violence database and 

the Department of Human Resources on the Winning Fathers grant. 

Leadership in education, training and advocacy truly characterized 2008-2009. This annual 

report and the MNADV's expanded website provide exciting details of past and future 

activities. 

We invite you to join us in achieving more successes in the coming year.

2ND ANNUAL LETHALITY 
ASSESSMENT AWARD

Anne Arundel County Police Department
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The 21st Annual Memorial S ervice , held 
on February 2, 2009, included remarks by 
Governor Martin J. O'M alley, Lt. Governor 
Anthony G. Brown , and Janet Blackburn, the 
sister of a domestic violence homicide victim. 
The event brought together public of®cials, 
state senators and delegates, community 
leaders, advocates, and survivors to heighten 
awareness of domestic violence, remember 
the women, men, and children who died 
as a result of domestic violence during the 
past year, and highlight the MNADV's annual 
legislative agenda. 

Anne Arundel County Police Chief James 
Teare, Sr. read the names of the 75 women, 
men and children who died as a result of 
domestic violence between July 2007 and 
June 2008. They included 37 adult female 
victims, 11 adult male victims, 16 men and 
one woman who committed suicide after 
committing murder or attempting to commit 
murder, and 10 children. Of the adult female 
victims, 35 were killed by their current or 
former intimate partners, two female teens 
were killed by their boyfriends, and six of the 
adult male victims were killed by current or 
former intimate partners. 

The 21st Annual Memorial Service in February 2009 remembered 75 women,
men, and children who died between July 2007 and June 2008 

as a result of domestic violence.

A toll-free, statewide H elpline, 1-800-MD 
HELPS, assists callers to obtain information and 
referrals to local domestic violence programs 
and other resources. The Helpline also provides 
assistance to individuals and organizations 
seeking information about domestic violence, 
state laws, current data, and educational and 
training programs. The MNADV received 1, 275 
Helpline calls in the twelve months between 
July 2008 and June 2009.

The MNADV website , www.mnadv.org ,  
continues to be expanded and continually 
updated with additional resources, information, 
and news. Visitors to the website can ®nd 
information about legislation, domestic 
violence laws, service providers, help for victims, 
resources for children and teens, training and 
events, MNADV brochures and publications, 
facts and stats, links, and job opportunities. 
Online conference registration and online 
payments were also added.

The MNADV reprinted and disseminated 
sixteen different brochures in ®scal year 
2009, including the domestic violence 
handbook, the civil order of protection and 
peace order, abuse of older adults, and 

low-literacy brochures and shoe cards on 
basic domestic violence ± all in English and 
Spanish. The Network continued to distribute 
brochures in English on stalking, domestic 
violence and the workplace, MNADV, lethality 
assessment, fatality review teams, and a shoe 
card on basic domestic violence for the LGBT 
community. The MNADV also reprinted and 
distributed a series of six teen posters. 

The language line  provided 24-hour/7 
day a week telephone translation in 140 
languages for local domestic violence service 
providers. This service allows any provider 
to communicate with a victim/survivor at 
any time regardless of what language they 
may speak. A total of 33,157.79 minutes of 
language line translation services were used 
between July 2008 and June 2009, a 33% 
increase over the previous year. 

The newsletter , The Voice, was published three 
times during the year to increase professional 
and community awareness and to provide 
information and resources about domestic 
violence. It is currently mailed to approximately 
2,800 individuals and organizations and is 
distributed to several hundred more.

The 2008 Sexual Assault/
Domestic Violence Conference: 
Shaping the Future , co-
sponsored with the Maryland 
Coalition Against Sexual Assault, 
was held on November 7, 2008 
from 8 am to 4:30 pm, at the 
Marriott BWI Airport Hotel. The 
goal of the conference was to educate 
service providers and professionals who 
work with individuals and families affected 
by sexual assault and domestic violence on 
innovative strategies, best practices, and 
model programs for prevention, intervention 
and direct services. The conference featured 
Congresswoman Donna Edwards as 
the keynote speaker and included 18 
workshops on a broad array of topics, 4 mini 
presentations/demonstrations, and vendors 
and exhibitors. The conference was attended 
by approximately 250 people.

The MNADV's innovative 
Maryland Lethal i ty 
Assessment Program 
(LAP), which includes 
a screening tool and 
protocol  for  f i rs t 
responders and others 
to assess lethality 
and link victims to 
domestic violence 
p ro g r a m s ,  h a d 
86  participating 
law enforcement 
agencies and 20 
domestic violence

counties and Baltimore City by the end of 
®scal year 2009. Fourteen domestic violence 
programs have adopted follow-up best 
practices, and the statewide benchmark for 
victims going in for services increased to 28%. 
The hotline coordinators' group created new 
hotline guidelines for LAP victims, protocols 
were developed for health care providers and 
the faith community, and a new LAP Advisory 
Board was formed.

The MNADV received a federal Byrne grant for a 
National LAP Training and Technical Assistance 

Project. The grant was announced at 
a press conference organized and 

attended by Senator Barbara 
Mikulski and held at the MNADV 
office on October 22, 2008. 
Since then, training has been 
provided to jurisdictions in 
six states and a September 
conference in Maryland brought 
together representatives of 

the participating jurisdictions 
to share their experiences. LAP 

trainers have also provided trainings 
in ®ve additional states. 

The Domestic Violence Fatality Review Team 
(DVFRT) Project provides a written protocol 
to establish county-based, multi-disciplinary, 
multi-agency fatality review teams that 
examine fatalities, near-fatalities, and suicides 
to improve the system's response to domestic 
violence. Fatality review teams, using the 
MNADV's model protocol, were implemented 
in 23 of 24 Maryland jurisdictions by the end 
of ®scal year 2009. Sixteen counties were 
reviewing cases, four were in the process 
of ®nalizing their protocols, and three were 
organizing teams. 

The MNADV continued to provide entry 
level training for cadets in law enforcement 
academies around the state and supported 
the Maryland Association of Domestic 
Violence Of®cers (MADVO), a forum for 
problem-solving and coordination for law 
enforcement of®cers across the state who 
respond to domestic violence cases. 

The MNADV sponsored trainings on the 
Lethality Assessment Program, substance 
abuse, an alternative shelter model, and 
trauma. A workshop was offered to teach 
advocates how to work with boys and young 
men so they learn how to view masculinity 
in a positive way to prevent men's violence 
against women. Another workshop helped 
advocates learn how to improve access to 
people with disabilities and provide assistance 
for homeless domestic violence victims. A 
three part workshop series addressed dealing 
with domestic violence in dif®cult economic 
times with an emphasis on the particular 
challenges faced by multicultural victims.

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Two roundtables and a training addressed 
the role of the faith community in dealing 
with domestic violence, and two Cut It Out 
train-the-trainer sessions were offered.

The Network facilitated meetings  of the 
Legal Advocates' Task Force, the Multicultural 
Task Force, the community educators group, 
the domestic violence directors group, and 
the Interfaith Network, and participated in 
meetings of shelter directors. The DV/SA-
LGBT group promoted coordinated domestic 
violence and sexual assault services that are 
accessible and culturally competent. The 
hotline coordinators group meetings increased 
awareness about services for housing, mental 
health and addiction programs, provided 
tools for helping victims' friends and family 
members to provide support, and developed 
new LAP hotline guidelines and planned 
regional trainings. The Network also initiated 
a Children and Teens Roundtable to discuss 
teen dating abuse and prevention programs 
for youth. The Children and Teens Roundtable 
brought together 46 professionals and 
community leaders from diverse ®elds to 

address teen dating abuse and prevention 
programs for youth, formed a committee 
to address school curricula, and discussed 
ideas for working with boys and faith 
communities. 

The MNADV received technical assistance 
and training from the national Court 
Monitoring Technical Assistance and 
Training Project to implement a court 
monitoring program  in Maryland and held 
a training for programs piloting the new 
project.

COORDINATION AND 
COLLABORATION 
Partnerships are essential to addressing 
domestic violence comprehensively. The 
Network partnered  with the Administrative 
Of®ce of the Courts on a GTEAP-funded 
grant to create a statewide civil domestic 
violence database, called the Maryland 
Protective/Peace Order Application. The 
MNADV created an advisory committee, 
held regional focus groups around the 
state, provided recommendations for data 
collection and reporting, and helped to 
create a training video for law enforcement 
of®cers. The MNADV also partnered with the 
Maryland Department of Human Resources 
on its ªWinning F athersº fatherhood grant 
to provide consultation, domestic violence 
training to program staff in participating 
counties, and information packets to Winning 
Fathers program participants. 

The MNADV actively collaborated  with many 
local, state and national organizations  to 
improve the coordinated community response 
to domestic violence, including the Maryland 
Coalition Against Sexual Assault (MCASA), 

the Department of Human Resources' (DHR) 
Of®ce of Grants Management (OGM), the 
Governor's Of®ce of Crime Control and 
Prevention (GOCCP), the Administrative 
Of®ce of the Courts, the State Board of 
Victim Services, the Of®ce of the Attorney 
General, and the Of®ce of the Secretary 
of State (Maryland Safe at Home Address 
Con®dentiality Program). This year, the 
MNADV was invited to participate in the 
new Safety, Accessibility, and Convenience 
Committee of the Maryland Judiciary's 
Access to Justice Commission. 

The MNADV continued to serve on the 
board of directors of the Maryland Health 
Care Coalition Against Domestic Violence 
and provided leadership and support for 
the Family Violence Council, the Maryland 
Legislative Agenda for Women (MLAW), 
and the United Way Family Safety Impact 
Council. Network staff participated actively 
in the Women's Legislative Briefing 
Committee and coordinated with the 
Maryland Commission for Women and local 
commissions, the National Network to End 
Domestic Violence (NNEDV), and other state 
domestic violence coalitions.

Priority Legislation

HB 296/SB 267�� �s��Family Law ± Protective 
Orders ± Surrender of F irearms 
Makes it mandatory, rather than discretionary, 
for a ®nal protective order to order the 
respondent to surrender to law enforcement 
authorities any ®rearm in the respondent's 
possession, and to refrain from possession of 
any ®rearm, for the duration of the protective 
order. A violation is a misdemeanor.

HB 98/SB 601���s��Domestic Violence ± 
Temporary Protective Orders ± E xtension
Increases the period of time from 30 days 
to six months for a judge to extend a 
temporary protective order to enable the 
order to be served. 
PASSED the House and Senate; signed by 
the Governor on May 19, 2009.

HB 464/SB 714���s��Domestic Violence ± 
Temporary Protective Order ± Custody of 
Minor C hild
Authorizes a judge to order a law enforcement 
of®cer to use all reasonable and necessary 
force to enforce a temporary custody 
provision of an interim or temporary 
protective order.
PASSED the House and Senate; signed by 
the Governor on May 19, 2009.

HB 717/SB 740���s��Family Law ± Child 

Custody Determinations
Provided for court determination of legal 
and physical custody of minor children. Gave 
primary consideration to the ªbest interest 
of the child,º including the consideration of 
certain factors and the prohibition of other 
factors. Authorized the court to modify a 
custody order or agreement under certain 
circumstances. 
Bills died in House Judiciary and Senate 
Judicial Proceedings Committees.

HB 845/SB 1049���s��Domestic Violence 
Awareness ± `Tween/Teen Dating Violence 
Education and Awareness 

Original bill would have 
required the State Board 
of Education to develop 
and implement in the 
public schools a program 
to educate students about 
dating violence, including 
education on services 
provided, and require the 
Governor to proclaim the 
second week in October 
ªStatewide Tween/Teen 
Dating Violence Education 
and Awareness Week.º HB 
845 passed the House but 
died in the Senate Rules 
Committee. SB 1049 was 
substantially amended 
in the Senate Judicial

Clari®ed that a police of®cer is authorized 
to make a warrantless arrest of a person 
who the of®cer has probable cause to 
believe is in violation of an interim, 
temporary, or ®nal protective order. 
Bills died in House Judiciary and Senate 
Judicial Proceedings Committees.

HB 971/SB 811���s��Domestic Violence 
± Duration of Protection Order ± 
Subsequent Act of A buse
Extends the maximum duration of a ®nal 
protective order from one year to two 
years if the court issues a ®nal protective 
order against a respondent for an act of 
abuse committed within one year after a 
prior protective order expires. 
PASSED the House and Senate; signed by 
the Governor on May 19, 2009.

HB 1160���s��Alcoholic Beverage Tax ± 
Increase and Distribution of F unds 
Increased tax rates for alcoholic beverages 
to provide funding for services from the 
Developmental Disabilities Administration 
and for victims of domestic violence, 
sexual assault, and sexual or physical 
child abuse. 
Bill died in House Ways and Means 
Committee.

HB 1196���s��Domestic Violence ±
